JOHN TERENCE KELLY

Architect John Terence Kelly may be better known
nationally than he is in Bratenahl, but he gets the credit for
conceiving and creating the eight brick townhouses known
as Bratenahl Courts at the corner of Lake Shore Boulevard
and Bratenahl Road. They were built back in the 1960’s

by Bratenahl Development Corp, who were building these
and Bratenahl Place simultaneously. The townhouses were
considered ahead of their time when they were built, but
have since been accepted and are a valued part of the
Bratenahl scene today.

He was a native of Elyria and a graduate of Harvard
University with a Masters Degree in Architecture under

the great Walter Gropius, who was a pioneer of modern
architecture. He also earned a Masters Degree at Harvard in
Landscape Architecture under Hideo Sasaki.

If you aren’t familiar with Kelly’s work, you can go and
visit award-winning Walden in Geauga County with its
700 homes on 1,000 acres, walk through the Holden

Arboretum where he designed the buildings and gardens
and be amazed when you see the largest geodesic dome in
the world on the site of the headquarters of the American
Society of Metals International in Russell Township, all of
which bear the stamp of his genius.

Kelly was also one of America’s heroes, who, as an
infantryman, fought with the American army in the Battle
of the Bulge in World War II. He opened his architectural
office in Cleveland in 1954 and designed many private
homes in many states. Kelly was considered by many as a
successor to Frank Lloyd Wright.

John Terence Kelly died at the age of 85 on December 15,
2007 at St. Augustine Towers. Services were held January 5,
2008 at St. Ignatius Church on Lorain Ave.

He is survived by his brother, Thomas, and his two sisters,
Mary Daly and Jean Tierney, all of Elyria.
